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On the eve of International Youth Day, which was celebrated on
November20, 2012, the African Movement of Working Childr en and
Youth received its ObserverStatus with the African Committee of
Experts on the Rights and Welfare of the Child of the African Union.

This historic moment for AMWCY derives from patient work
accomplished during several years by children who live and work
in dif ficult situations alongside their supervisors, so that under-
privileged sectors of the population may participate effectively in
decision making as regards public policies that concern them. 
In 2012, AMWCY had 445,353 members and well-wishers, inclu-
ding 172,254 members gathered into 3,028 grassroots groups, for-
ming 311 associations in as many cities orclusters of villages in 24
African countries.
In 2012, thanks to AMWCY , hundreds of thousands of children
and youth:
- were educated ormade literate;
- were protected against violence and abuse;
- were healthier;
- performed jobs that are less difficult and demand less time;
- had more fun than everbefore.
Our Movement contributes daily to the emergence of an Africa
that is fit for her childr en, despite all kinds of difficulties.
Wherever we were able to organize ourselves in Associations and
Grassroots Groups, we remained at the forefront for the better-
ment of our communities' living conditions.

There is still a long way to go before children's rights are fulfilled.
The ObserverStatus we have lately gained with the African Union is
an incentive that urges us to keep on following this path.
For AMWCY , children represent the future of the world, and, as
such, we must protect them.

Many years of patient and steady lobbying conducted by
MAWCY resulted in this official acknowledgment of the efforts WCYs made to protect

children and promote their rights.

Focus On the African Union 

The African Committee of Experts on the
Rights and Welfare of the Child of the
African Union (ACERWC) met from
November 12 to 16 to monitor the engage-
ments taken by the countries which rati-
fied the Charter, and to encourage those
who did not, to ratify it. AMWCY partici-
pated in that meeting alongside 11 experts
of the Committee.

AMWCY shared its initiatives for the
development of Children's Rights and
gave WCYs' point of view in relation to
their  efforts to protect Children's Rights.

The AMWCY delegate presented the latest
statistics of its Organization: its members
and well-wishers, as well as the percenta-
ge of boys and girls in 24 member coun-
tries. 

WCY shared their contributions on
African Child Day (June 16) which was
celebrated on a large scale. Committee
members were given copies of the Tounga
1 and 2 DVDs. They greatly appreciated
those new experiences of African children
regarding the expression and fulfillment of
their rights.

Nairobi's CSO 2012 Forum reported back
before panels got organized on different
themes, particularly on "bir th registra-
tion". It was during an ad hoc session that
applications for observer status were exa-
mined. The AMWCY application was
accepted. 

The African Charter on the Rights and
Welfare of the Child is a document produ-
ced and adopted by the African Union in
July 1990. 52 countries (except Somalia
and South Sudan) ratified it and signed
commitments intended to protect children
against any situation judged dangerous to
them.  

This 48-article document provides infor-
mation on the definition of a child, situa-
tions against which children should be
protected, and the necessity for States to
protect the rights of all children.

AMWCY produced a document on the 12 rights; a document that makes a linkage with
the articles of the Convention on the Rights of Children (CRC) and shows how the rights
defined by WCYs and the African Union documents complement one other.

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Participants came from Benin, Burkina
Faso, Côte d'Ivoire, The Gambia, Ghana,
Mali, Niger, Nigeria, Senegal and Togo.
During two weeks of hard work, they per-
formed sketches, wrote stories and produ-
ced drawings which enabled them to make
a Cartoon on Children's Rights.

After the screening of the film "Tounga, it
can happen to you", participants selected
from the 12 rights; rights most relevant to
make a second film. Later, the sketches
were improved before the writing of the
story-line and voice-over.

After the production, presentation and
selection of drawings, participants chose
the final title of the film after hard nego-
tiations.

After the manual phase, participants pro-
ceeded to the digital process of scanned
drawings, before animation. 
They learnt cartoon production techniques
which they are going to share in their
respective countries. 

From May 21 to June 02, 2012 the
AMWCY organized its second
regional workshop for the produc-
tion of a Cartoon on the Rights of
Children, "Tounga, Listen!
It concerns you" in Abomey-
Calavi, Benin. This workshop
which was opened by the repre-
sentative of the Mayor, followed
the one produced on the mobility
of children, titled "Tounga, it can
happen to you".

Meeting of the African Commission

The African Commission (AFCOM) of the Movement met from October
08 to 18, 2012, in Thies (Senegal) in the presence of delegates from 23
countries: Benin, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Côte d'Ivoire, Cameroon,
Chad, Democratic Republic of Congo, Ethiopia, Gambia, Ghana,
Guinea Bissau, Guinea, Kenya, Madagascar, Mali, Mauritania, Niger,
Nigeria, Rwanda, Senegal, Togo, Uganda and Zimbabwe.

Statistics
In 2012, the number of
AMWCY members
and well-wishers
amounted to 554,353;
172,254of whom were
gathered into 3,028
Grassroots Groups,
forming 311
Associations in as
many cities or clusters
of villages of 24

African countries.
The number of well-wishers has evolved
faster than the number of members. That
gap varies according to countries.
Members almost doubled between 2009
and 2012, but they evolved less fast than
before 2007 to 2010. AWCYs and Co-
ordinations have been encouraged to make
girls participate more in decision-making
bodies and in activities.
With 71% children, AMWCY is getting
younger, giving room to youths who conti-
nue playing their role to supervise and
support children for a better participation
and presence at all decision-making levels.

Questionnaire
The impacts questionnaire on Rights was
submitted to WCY and parents or
employers from AMWCY member coun-
tries in order to understand if WCYs rights
are progressing, and if their lives are being
improved; also to monitor well our
AWCYs and help adults understand the
importance of our Movement. It has
shown that, thanks to the AMWCY:
- 272,141 children and youth are educated
or made literate ;
- 404,395 children and youth are protected
against violence and abuse;
- 253, 204 children and youth are heal-
thier;
- 293,978 children and youth perform less
difficult work and in less time;
- 339,848 children and youth are able to
better meet their needs;
- 364,545 children have more fun than
ever before.

Talking to their partners from Plan and
Save the Children who provided some
advice for a better partnership, participants
assessed the activities of their respective
countries.

Experience and knowledge sharing
concerned the innovations and successes
achieved in different fields of action:
- 12 rights fulfillment , particularly the
free integration of many children into for-
mal schools; 
- Communication through various sup-
ports; 
- Income Generating Activities -IGA-
that allow WCYs to meet their needs and
those of their families; 
- Childr en's Mobility with the setting up
of local committees to protect children, etc. 

The narrative and financial reports were
presented and the 2013 budget was discus-
sed and approved. Participants reviewed
all AMWCY memberships' applications
and accepted 41 new WCYs into the
Movement.

The Movement, "Protecting Elders"sha-
red their experiences with children during
the cartoons workshop and gathered the
necessary materials for the newsletter
"WCY face the Challenge".

On October 18, participants facilitated a
television program with “Canal Info
News” TV before proceeding, on the fol-
lowing day, to debriefing in the presence
of their partners and several news bodies.

AMWCY celebrates the 22nd edition 
of African Child Day 

The theme, "Rights of Disabled Children: a duty to protect, respect, pro-
mote and fulfill" brought Children and Young Workers to organize them-
selves within their Grassroots Groups and Associations to unite with their
friends and celebrate June 16, 2012. We have selected below some pic-
tures and examples that highlight the initiatives taken by Working
Children and Youth to celebrate, in their own way, June 16, 2012.

Here is what June 16 is like in AMWCY.
These examples somewhat illustrate the
event. Reality is much bigger, though!
June 16 is celebrated every year in 3,028
Grassroots Groups (neighborhoods and
villages), 311 villages, regions, capitals,
departments and clusters of villages and in
24 African member countries. 

This day matters to all of us because our
members are also children and youth of
Africa. Every AMWCY member is an
actor who fights for the promotion of
his/her own rights and protection of his
friends as well.  We are thousands of
people who celebrate June 16 and we help
millions of children and parents in our
localities, who are not aware of this day, to
participate in it.

As far as AMWCY is concerned, June 16
is one way of bringing some joy to our
young friends and youth who live in our
villages and neighborhoods (introducing
some leisure into their lives, a bit of rest in

their jobs, a little training on their rights,
etc.).

Luckily, we belong to an AMWCY that
takes care of our 12 rights and keep us
informed about anything that concerns
children. But, thousands of children in our
localities do not have that opportunity and
do not know that a day has been dedicated
to children of Africa.

The following is part of our diverse activities:
- promoting sanitation (Burundi);
- offering sensitization, information mate-
rials and advice to mobile children
(Burkina Faso);
- fashion parade, dancing with disabled
children (Cameroon);
- parade, carnaval, concerts (Côte d'Ivoire,
Uganda);
- discussion, female football tournament,
(Guinea Bissau);
- laying of a wreath on children's walls
(Mali);
- sensitization on disabled children
(Mauritania and Niger).

Technical Support
Groups and Training

WCYs in different geographic and
linguistic areas gathered into
Technical Support Groups to
exchange experiences and get
trained on different modules of the
Organization.

n Support Group in Togo
From July 09 to 21, 2012 a Technical
Support Group workshop was held at the
Kpalime CREFTEFPCentre in Togo. 38
participants from the following countries
attended the workshop: Benin, Cameroon,
Central Africa, Chad, Ghana, Niger,
Nigeria and Togo. 
The objective of the workshop was to help
WCYs become facilitators by mastering
training techniques, through the exchange
of experiences between countries. They
also assessed the technical support visits
of 2011 and organized new visits to help
associations meet their own expectations.

n Support Group in Zimbabwe
The Technical Support Group of the
Central, Eastern and Southern African
sub-region held its meeting in Zimbabwe
from July 09 to 20, 2012. Participants
came from Burundi, Democratic Republic
of Congo, Kenya, Rwanda, Uganda and
Zimbabwe.

After the weekly partner's meeting, the
workshop was officially opened by Mr.
Shumba, National Director of the Save the
Children program. He said he was glad the
workshop took place in Zimbabwe, but
also for the fact that participants could
exchange experiences, share good prac-
tices and strengthen one another.

n Training of trainers in the
Democratic Republic of Congo
The countries of the Great Lakes sub-
region have now a team of facilitators
ready not only for AWCYs in concerned
countries, but also for all of AMWCY.
This is the outcome of the 10-day training
session organized in Bukavu, Democratic
Republic of Congo, from December 12 to
22, 2012. The representatives of 4 coun-
tries were present: Burundi, Democratic
Republic of Congo, Rwanda and Uganda. 
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In order to take a break from the usual meeting-conference framework,
or from the presentation during a seminar organized by others, the
Regional Plat-Form on Mobility (AMWCY, Enda, ILO, IOM, ISS,
ONUDC, Plan, Save the Children, Terre des Hommes and UNICEF)
decided to try out a sketch that will disseminate its 7 recommendations
through a new channel.

Workshop Participants
Côte d’Ivoir e : July 23 to August 1st,
18 delegates came from: Abengourou,
Adiake, Abidjan, Aboisso, Bonoua,
Bouake, Dabou, Daloa, Duekoue,
Ferke, Grand Bassam, Korhogo, San
Pedro, Touba and Toumodi.

The sketch was shown on Friday, July 13
at "Kadjinol", in the centre of the capital
city, Dakar, at the end of the day: quite a
journey from the village of Niagues. 

In front of the members of the Plat-Form
and a great number of guests, the show
was presented with some important “slo-
gans” translated into French for a better
understanding by the public. The debate
that followed made it possible to clarify
the content and the experiences of the
actresses in relation to the portrayed situa-
tions. The public unanimously appreciated
their acting and motivation.

During that evening, a cocktail was
offered before the screening of the second
Cartoon on the Rights of Children, produ-
ced by AMWCY: "Tounga, listen!
It concerns you".

WCYs' Grassroots Group in Niagues was
selected after a process launched by the
AMWCY office in Dakar which informed
all Grassroots Groups about the organiza-
tion of this show. The Grassroots Group in
Niagues (a suburban village one hour from
Dakar) presented its arguments. It is by a
group of children who are directly concer-
ned by the mobility issue.

The group presented a sketch that trans-
lates the 7 positions of the Mobility Plat-
Form from its members' point of view (See
WCY face the Challenge no12, p.8). It had
at its disposal an expert producer to help
them with the production of the sketch.

Children and young members of the group
designed a rehearsal schedule with the
producer. One month later, with the expert
producer and Plat-Form members, chil-
dren and youth succeeded in partly talking
in French, despite the fact that some of
them had never been to school, while
others left school very early.

Niagues WCY in Action

A play by Niagues' WCY Grassroots Group
(AWCY of Dakar) on the 7 positions 

of the Plat-Form on Mobility 

The methodology was based on the parti-
cipants' experiences. It alternated group
work, case studies and communications.

The number of years spent in literacy
classes and the amount of knowledge
acquired, methods and literacy techniques
used are different. A study of such speci-
fics enabled participants to stress the
objectives of the workshop in order to
build the teachers' pedagogical capacities
and share tools that allow WCYs' effective
participation in literacy activities.

WCYs' school model is participative.
WCY take part in the designing of the lite-
racy program in the classroom, while the
lessons of the program are taught by the
teacher (participation and knowledge
production) and during evaluation.

After national training programs
organized in Benin, Burkina
Faso, Mali and Niger, elder litera-
cy trainers from the Coordination
of the Associations of Working
Children and Youth in Côte
d'Ivoire (NCAWCY-CI) were trai-
ned from July 23 to August 1,
2012 in Grand Bassam.

Childr en's Participation in spite of their Disability

During the conference, Fatoumata Mariko
of Mali and Sasuma of Thailand represen-
ted children from West Africa and Asia,
thanks to the support of Save the Children.
Fatoumata Mariko, AWCY's national dele-
gate from Mali, gave a speech in which
she expressed AMWCY's point of view on
"child migration". In front of more than
300 participants, she explained the reasons
for children mobility, the problems they
encounter once they are on the move, and
activities developed among children in
order to protect themselves.

Alongside her friend from Thailand, they
asked participants to listen to children, to
inform them, to guide and protect them,
even if they have reached their destination.
They went on asking them to improve
children's living conditions in villages, by
allowing them to go to school, have access
to health care and the possibility to enjoy
leisure time activities; to be trained and
undertake Income Generating Activities
(IGA).   

Both expressed their concern about the
need to protect children, to register them at
birth, to sensitize authorities not to encou-
rage children to leave; to ensure that chil-
dren do not lack anything, are listened to,
and that their problems are well unders-
tood, before any decision is made.

The conference has been useful to the
AMWCY which shared its experience as
an Organization for mobile children.
Documents and support materials of the
Organization were shared as well.
Meetings with United Nations Experts
made it possible to tell them that we are
not an Organization which encourages
child labor, but that we protect and work to
enable children to learn how to read and
write.

From May 07 to 09, 2012, representatives
from African countries and NGOs met in
Dakar, during a conference on "the
Strengthening of Child Protection Systems
against violence, abuses, etc, in Sub-
Saharan Africa".

The meeting was organized by Plan, the
African Forum for the Protection of
Children, REPPSI, (Regional Initiative for
Psychosocial Support), RIATT (Regional
Inter Agency Task Team on Children and
AIDS), Save the Children, Terre des
Hommes, UNICEF and World Vision.

The AMWCY representative presented his
organization's child protection activities.
Based on figures and examples, he showed
the limits of child protection systems. 

For AMWCY, protection is done on a per-
manent basis. Unfortunately, very often,
children do not have access to social ser-
vices in case of problems (weekend, holi-
days…), or responses to their problems in
their own communities.

Children should be able to take a stand
against child abuse. They should be
consulted and involved in the implementa-
tion of procedures and policies that
concern them.

Few interactions have been noted between
Governments and Communities in regards
to community protection. Intervening
people encouraged collaboration between
formal systems and those developed by
children in their daily activities.

From May 09 to 10, 2012, a round
of exchanges was held to further
strengthen families and ensure bet-
ter care and protection for impove-
rished children or children in custo-
dy. Six AMWCY children and their
elders participated in the conferen-
ce. They shared their experiences in
terms of child protection (based on
the 12 rights) and their interaction
with communities. Children from
Cameroon and Côte d'Ivoire made
some interventions from their own
country by Skype. 
They held direct talks with adults, while 2 WCYs from Togo were doing the same thing.
Children produced a sketch that dealt with daily family problems and wished they could
have access to education, health care, training, etc. The closing speech was given by the
Ambassador of Switzerland in Dakar, Mrs. Berset-Kohen.

Childr en and the Ambassadorof Switzerland

Civil Society Organizations' 6th Forum on
the African Charter on the Rights and
Welfare of Children was held in Addis
Ababa from March 20 to 23, 2012. 

Thanks to children's participation and in
spite of their disability, one hundred orga-
nizations that came from different African
countries shared in a prelude to African
Child Day whose theme was "Rights of
disabled children: A duty to protect, res-
pect, promote and achieve".

After panel discussions, a think tank was
put in place to make proposals on the par-
ticipation of children in the Forum: direct
participation and indirect participation. 

Direct participation implies taking chil-
dren physically to Forums while indirect
participation consists in organizing chil-
dren's Forums, in countries. Adults bring
children presentations to the Forum and
give them the possibility to intervene live
by Skype, videoconference, etc.

Identified and taken into account within
the framework of the AWCY Project of
Plan Benin, AWCY Benin, through the Ze
communes association, in the Atlantic
Department and Cotonou along the coast,
was used for micro-finance experimenta-
tion. The goal was to transfer to the youn-
ger generation some competences to
improve their living conditions.

A five-day training program was organi-
zed by Plan Benin in collaboration with
AWCY Benin's National Co-ordination for
eighteen (18) WCY members of 2 AWCY
on savings and credit techniques. The
members of AWCY Benin's National
Management Committee were involved,
and two of its members participated in the
training, as well as some "Aunties" from
Cotonou and Ze. 

A month later, the members of the
National Management Committee (NMC),
in collaboration with trained WCY of each
city, got into groups of children aged 14 to
17, or 18 to 25, and some "Aunties". 50
WCYs from 3 Grassroots Groups in Ze,
and 35 WCY from 3 Grassroots Groups in
Cotonou were mobilized. Some other
groups are organizing themselves to better
expand micro-finance.

Plan Benin gave to these groups the follo-
wing kits:
- a cash box with three padlocks;

- 100-page copy books;

- notebooks with AWCY Benin and Plan
Benin logos;

- plastic bags to collect contributions
during meetings.

Many people were present during the dis-
tribution of the kits, including the Chief of
the District, representing the Mayor. The
latter praised the AWCY/ Plan Benin's
partnership achievements and promised to
support WCYs in Ze in regards to project
monitoring.

Parents and WCYs well-wishers liked the
initiative. The credibility of AWCY of the
Commune of Ze has improved a lot.

AWCYBenin

On August 02, 2012, the National Co-ordi-
nation of Working Children and Youth
Associations of Burkina Faso (CNAEJT-
B) organized a workshop which focused
on the "Exchanges between Social Action
and National Solidarity Provincial
Directors and CNAEJT-B on Support
Structures responsibilities in providing
support to AWCYs".

Financed by UNICEF Burkina, the mee-
ting was held thanks to the technical sup-
port provided by the Office for the
Protection and Fight against Violence to
Children (DPLVE), the Ministry of Social
Action and National Solidarity. 15 provin-
cial managers and presidents of the
concerned 15 AWCYs attended the mee-
ting as well.

The meeting followed by another one
involving 17 other villages, made it pos-
sible to discuss: 
- better communication between MASSN
through Ministry's decentralized services
and CNAEJT-B to harmonize their points
of view in relation to AWCY support stra-
tegies in cities; 
- monitoring of AWCYs activities;
- measures to solve difficulties (funds
receipt certificates,…).
After the presentations done on the
AMWCY and CNAEJT-B, participants
discussed the strengths, achievements,
opportunities, difficulties and recommen-
dations during work group sessions. At the
end of the sessions, relevant recommenda-
tions were made to strengthen collabora-
tion between AWCY and support struc-
tures.

After a trip made by the Co-ordination to
the AWCYs in Bujumbura Rural, Bururi,
Cankuzo, Gitega and Muramvya, for expe-
rience sharing on the financial manage-
ment of the support provided the

with the support of ILO. 
The objective of the training was to build
the capacity of children, social partners
and members of the multi-Sector
Committee for the Fight against Child
Labor; and on observation, monitoring and
reporting on child labor, as well as the
enforcement of the Convention on child
labor.

Cameroon
Training in Income Generating Activities for WCY

Following the training on how to design a
project organized by the National Co-ordi-
nation of AWCYs in Cameroon, from July
04 to 31, 2012, 12 WCY in Abong-mbang,
Aos, Mbalmayo, Mflou, Obala and Sa'a,
were trained in fish-farming : "kanga",
(tilapia and silurid), agriculture (cacao and
citrus fruit) and pig farming. The training
was done thanks to the Agro-Pastoral and
Aquaculture Group in Ayos (GAPPA).
City-Hall gave to WCY a land plot about
the size of a hectare located at the entran-
ce of the city of Ayos. They used this plot
to implement the three training modules. It
is the same site on which the Income
Generating Activities of the National Co-
ordination take place.

Participants reported back to their
Associations and started noticing the
impacts of their activities. Today, more
than 1,000 WCY attend the trainings.

For efficient prevention of children
mobility, AWCY Kissidougou built the
capacities of 70 member children from
"Campement", a village away from
town.

A large public was reached, and the message has
been understood across the country, including areas in which there is no WCY.
